NOTE: Item #5 “I felt discouraged about the future” does not align the DSM-5 symptom criteria for PTSD. As
such, it is not included in the calculation of scores for the revised version of the STSS. However, it is retained in

the instrument to allow calculation of DSM-IV congruent scores for comparison with prior studies.
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
